14th September - Introduction & assumptions

An overview of the course, including an introduction to
the question ‘what is Church?’, the central role of the
Holy Spirit in the life of the Church, and a review of the
ministry and gifts of the Spirit.

21st September - “You will receive power...”

Jesus promised that his disciples would “receive power
when the Holy Spirit comes upon you.” This session
explores the notions of baptism of the Holy Spirit and
filling with the Holy Spirit, as well as an introduction to
an understanding of the physical phenomena which
may attach to this experience.

28th September - Gifts in Church Life |

There are four main headings for gifts in the New

Testament, though there appears to be some
overlapping and no simple reconciliation of the
listings.
